I am very aware of change and transition.  Change is basically anything that 

contributes to a difference in our life or the life of others.  We change all the 

time.  Our body changes. The air we breathe changes.  The seasons change.  

Relationships change.  Our world view changes. 

 

In the midst of significant change whether chosen or not; willing or not, our 

beliefs, value, faith framework, sense of purpose, meaning and connectedness 

often shift.  Sometimes, there is such a shift, that a person may feel as if 

there are no longer oars with which to row through life.  There may be a feel-

ing that there is no anchor or that one cannot possibly see land adrift in the 

sea of unknowns. The depth of spiritual tumult is often very frightening.                                 

The image of God that one grew up with may be up for grabs.                                                  

Difficult questions of God are more than common, they are expected in the 

journey of grief.   

 

For example:  Where is my loved one?  Why did he or she have to die?  What 

kind of God allows people to be torn from us?  What did I do to deserve this?  

Why do bad things happen to good people?  Where are you God; do you even 

hear me anymore? Spiritual questioning, spiritual wrestling, spiritual                           

reflection, spiritual searching and spiritual nurturing are all a part of how 

one moves through loss or change.  This is called transition. 

 

Seeking safe, caring, compassionate people to support us as we seek, as we 

question is critical to our spiritual wellness.  Isolation can deepen our  

experience of being on an endless sea. 

 

The Isaiah Center Ministry is a spiritual anchor with many opportunities for 

community, care, hope and healing.  No one needs to move through the rough 

seas of change alone.  You are invited to experience safe, non-judgmental  

support in your journey of faith.  You are welcome!
